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Four-Year vs. Two-Year College

Two-Year Pros

Four-Year Pros

1. Less expensive.

1. Over a lifetime, a graduate with a
4-year degree will make 25% more
money than a graduate with a 2-year
degree.

2. Two years is not much of a
commitment, especially if you’re not
sure about college or what program to
pursue.

2. There are a larger number of jobs to
choose from if you have more education.

3. Good if you want a career-oriented
degree such as computer technician or
nursing assistant.

3. You will be better able to find a job in
your desired career if it is one that
requires a 4-year degree.

4. It’s usually easier to get into a 2 year
community college if your Grade Point
Average (GPA) isn’t very good.

4. You are ready to continue your
education if you want to apply directly
for a Master’s Program.

Two-Year Cons

Four-Year Cons

1. Over a lifetime, a graduate with a
2-year degree will make about 25% less
money than a graduate with a 4-year
degree.

1. More expensive.

2. There are fewer jobs available in
general, if you have less education.

2. Four years is a big commitment in
your life and if you drop out after 2 or 3
years, you still won’t have a degree.

3. Some jobs require a 4-year degree, so
you may have to change your career path
if you don’t get a 4-year degree.

3. 4-year colleges have a much larger
student body than most community
colleges, so students can feel like they're
"lost in the shuffle."

4. You will need additional education
before you can apply to enter a Master’s
Program.

4. Some 4-year colleges prefer students
with higher GPAs.
